The Gospels give Easter much more space than Christmas and some people today would like to find a secular name
for the approaching season, but this is generally a time of year when it’s OK to mention the name of Jesus on the
streets and even to sing about Him! Let’s take real advantage of that fact.

There are all sorts of ways we can all show a generous Christmas spirit. Can you join in some Carol-singing? Will you
look out for the visitor in church? Why not invite people along to one of the special services? Let’s seek to walk
more to the rhythm of God rather than run with the pressures and demands of our society!

And here’s an idea that came to me during the Saturday Prayer Meeting a couple of weeks ago. Why don’t we give a
gift to every trader, business or organisation in our parish? The idea would be to take them a simple gift (e.g. value,
around £2.50), thank them for their service to our community, and give them a card that says something like, “Jesus
came as a free gift to all people to show us God’s love in our world”.

The plan as it stands at the moment will be to have labels for every business hanging on the Christmas Trees in our
churches (from Saturday 6 th December, we hope). We then ask you all to consider buying a gift or gifts (we intend to
have a supply), put a label from the tree on each one, take up a card for each one, and then personally deliver them
to the businesses named on the labels. I hope most of us will feel able to take on this simple act of kindness and to say
a few words of personal thanks as we do it – I guess that may lead to opportunities to chat more about Christmas
and Jesus...

There are so many simple ways to “Share Your Bread”, and in so doing to make the living Lord Jesus as visibl e today as
he was to those who came hundreds of years ago, to stare in wonder at a baby in a manger.
