The Writer to the Hebrews says that God had been speaking through his prophets down the ages but now he has
spoken definitively to us by His Son [Heb.1:1-2]. John describes Jesus as the Word made flesh [John 1:14]. Jesus
declared that by his life he was making The Father visible. We who have come to know that transforming Word are
those today who “Live and work to His praise and Glory”. Just as the Shepherds were amazed by the Angels, so
may the light of Christ so shine in us that others may see how we live and give glory to our Father in heaven!
