Christine recently
drew my attention to this piece from Philip Yancey’s recent book on Prayer: I received a newsletter from “The
Center for Action and Contemplation” and together those two words encompass most of what we are called to do in
following Jesus. The founder of the centre says, “I have often told folks that the most important word in our title is not
“action” nor even “contemplation”, but “and” .

The connection between action and contemplation, between seeking distinctiveness and making a
difference, is a key. In this year we will face opportunities in the form of challenges and excitements. We
will see new ways forward and we will celebrate, especially in the HT centenary, the abundance of God’s
blessings. I urge us all to seek to be involved with God and for God this year. Let’s all hang onto his cloak,
take the risk, wonder at God’s grace, see people coming to know Jesus… and enjoy the ride!
