There are no
shortcuts and we’ll need to be encouraging to one another and honest if we are to help each other do a bit more
growing up.

Like Toby, our attempts may not be elegant at first and we will fall over several times, but the opportunities and
possibilities will be worth it. And as we serve in this way, take responsibility in this way and encourage one another
in this way, then we as a church will also be growing up, and God will be glorified. Happy toddling!
