
I’m not very good at playing the piano so I usually do so when nobody else can hear me! It seems that I
can either play very slowly and hesitatingly, trying to get every note right but with no sense of flow and
rhythm, or I can play at a reasonable pace accepting, like Eric Morecombe, that not all the notes are in the
right order but also feeling like I am making real music! My dream is to manage to do both!

Sometimes, being afraid of getting something wrong can dominate how we behave and distort our
perspective. We read in Matthew 25:25 that the third servant buried his resources for fear of getting
things wrong! As Christine and I begin our 3 month Sabbatical I realise that it’s full of opportunity, but I
can also hear that inner voice that warns me, “You mustn’t waste this time”! Likewise you, as a church
member, may be feeling afraid of a number of issues from taking responsibility to trying something new.

I know that Justin, Mark, Christina, Jo and others will do a brilliant job in leading and managing the church
while I’m away (There’s a sheet at the back of both churches outlining who is broadly responsible for
what). I know that Christine and I will enjoy the space, possibilities and freedom that come from having no
responsibilities (we’ll let you know how to follow our Blog especially for tracking our Kenya trip).

What I pray for us all is that we will not be constricted by fear over the next 3 months and that in a spirit of
anticipation we will be ready to respond to God’s life-giving invitations. When we meet again in August I
hope that none of us will start any sentence by saying, “I was afraid so I …”. Far better if we say, “I had a
go because I thought God was calling me. It didn’t go perfectly but I truly sense God’s pleasure”. Better to
encourage each other to play the music with hope than stumble in fear over perfecting the notes!

After all, Jesus didn’t let fear of failure stop him working salvation for our sakes! We would do well to
reflect upon the wisdom of St John – This is how God showed his love among us: He sent his one and only
Son into the world that we might live through him… if we love one another, God lives in us and his love is
made complete in us… There is no fear in love. But perfect love drives out all fear… [1John 4:9, 12, 18]
